We
strongly support the proposed Maunalua Bay Reef Restoration Project to restore critical coral reef
and seagrass habitat in Hawaii while also providing much-needed employment opportunities to
the people of our state.

[ grew up in the Maunalua Bay region, which now has some 60,000 residents and an array of
land-based threats to the marine environment as well as the threats of alien invasive al gae and
fishing pressure. Adding to the Bay’s problems are ineffective regulation, enforcement, and
(until recently) organized public support for restoration. By funding this project, you will not
only provide immediate employment opportunities through the restoration activities: you will also
increase long-term employment prospects in the area as a more pristine marine environment is
tikely to draw more tourists and residents to the area for marine recreation.
